FOR CARRYING OUT 

The Tournament is open for kids (6-7, 8-9,10-11 years old), cadets (12-13,14-15 years old), juniors (16-17 years old), seniors (18-36 years old) and will be held in Kyiv, Ukraine on May 7-th, 2016. 
The competition includes individual patterns, individual sparring, speed kicking 

and it is open to the colored and black belts both males and females.

The Tournament  will be held in Ukraine , Kyiv,  in Sports Centre “Meridian” (11d, Geroev Sevastopolya street)

RIGHT OF PARTICIPATION

All clubs, developing Taekwon-Do.
PARTICIPANTS

Participants should be the age of 6 years and minimum qualification of 9 kup  and above.

COMPETITION SCHEME

The tournament is carried out according to the system of direct elimination. 
Patterns

Participants will compete one to one. Both participants will perform one designated pattern. In the final the competitors will perform one optional and one designated pattern.

· Kids /Cadets (girls/boys), 8-9-10 years old (4 kup);

· Kids /Cadets/ Juniors (girls/boys), older than 11 years old (4 kup);

· Kids /Cadets (girls/boys), 9-10-11 years old (2 kup);

· Kids /Cadets/ Juniors (girls/boys), older than 12 years old (2 kup);

SPARRING

The duration of the matches is: 

Kids –1 round of  1,5 minutes;

Cadets, Juniors and Seniors – 1 round of  2 minutes;
Final and semi-final for kids and cadets - 2 rounds of 1,5 minutes

Final and semi-final for juniors and seniors - 2 rounds of 2 minutes .

By a parity the competitors play a one-minute extra-time. By the second parity the competitors play to get a point (sudden death). 

POINT AWARDS 

One (1) point will be awarded for: 

Hand attack directed to mid or high section. 

Foot attack directed to mid section. 
 Two (2) points will be awarded for: 
Foot attack directed to high section.
Jumping or flying  foot kick directed to mid section. 
Jumping or flying  hand kick directed to high section.
Three (3) points will be awarded for: 

Jumping or flying foot kick directed to high section.

SAFETEY EQUIPMENT AND PROTECTIVE WEAR: 

Competitors MUST wear: 

- 
Hand and feet safety equipment of an approved type. 
- 
Groin guards must be worn inside the dobok trousers. 
- 
Head guard (kids, cadets ,juniors ,seniors);

- 
Mouth guards (kids, cadets ,juniors ,seniors)

Competitors may, optionally, wear the following: 

· Shin protectors. 

· Breast protectors (must be worn INSIDE the dobok jacket) (female only).  

CLOTHING:

Athletes - white Do-Bok (non-Olympic style) and a belt, according to the technical class. 

The Umpires – Umpire must wear official umpire dress. Coaches – a sweat track suit. 

INJURY LIABILITY AND INSURANCE – COMPETITORS 
All competitors must be in a possession of an Insurance coverage as the host is not responsible for any eventuality and/or injury.
All the competitors have to present to the commission at the scales the following documents: 

- Covered technical class certificate;

- A document for medical examination, carried out not earlier than 2 weeks before the tournament;

- Insurance;

- Identity document.

CLASSIFICATION AND AWARDS: 

- Athletes, that have taken the 1-st, the 2-nd and  the 3-rd places  in all contested trials, will be awarded with diploms and medals degree respectively; 
- Certificates of participation for all athletes taking part in the competition; 

FINANCIAL MATTERS:  All the expenses for participation are at the respective clubs expense. The Organizers will provide accommodation for an Umpire to each team.
Tournament participation fee: 15 EURO per participant for Idividual competition .
